e Site Plan and Control Measures
o Lot Area (vehicle storage): Prompt leak/spill clean-up, litter removal, chemical storage
inside or secondarily contained, all containers labeled, pavement sweeping, drain of
fluids and removal of inactive vehicles
o Lot Area (sand/salt loading and unloading): De-icing materials stored under cover,
sweep pavements, clean catch basins and replace catch basin filters
o Fueling Area: Spill kits, monitoring of tank fueling, prompt clean-up of spills, proper
disposal of wastes
o Vehicle wash: Indoor only, limit tracking outside
o Vehicle maintenance: Indoor, drip pans, organized inventory, oily waste management,
aerosol management
e Spill Response Management: Assess, contact management, stop source as close as possible to
spill, use absorbents and properly dispose, remediate, if necessary
¢ Emergency Equipment Location
e Permit Requirements :
o Training — Annually and within 90 days of hire to become familiar with components and
goals of the control measures and Plan
o Inspection-Monthly visual inspection, Semi-annual inspection of material handling
areas, structural stormwater management measures, erosion control measures,
equipment, spill response supplies
o Monitoring-Semi-annual outfall and quarterly visual
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
