INSTRUCTIONS FOR PISTOL PERMIT APPLICATION

Pistol permit applications can be picked up at the front desk of police headquarters at any time.

Before the application is submitted back to the Bristol Police Department, all applicants must complete the following: 

1. Complete the application in full and have it notarized.

2. Submit a passport photo or snapshot of the applicant and include it with the application. The photograph will be kept by the Bristol Police Department.

3. The applicant must also submit a letter or certificate attesting to their competence with a handgun. The letter must be signed by one of the following:

· NRA Certified Pistol Instructor

· NRA Home Firearms Safety Instructor

· Police Firearms Instructor

4. Complete the Green (1) and Blue (1) fingerprint cards that are included in the application packet. DO NOT SIGN THE FINGERPRINT CARDS. The cards will be signed when your application is processed at police headquarters. 
5. Include a valid check or money order that is payable to “The     Commissioner of Public Safety”. The fee is $19.25. This will be collected when your application is processed at headquarters. 

6. When the application and accompanying paperwork is complete, it must be returned to the front desk of the Bristol Police Department on any Tuesday between the hours of 7:00 p.m. and 9:00 p.m. At that time, you will be fingerprinted. Be sure to bring with you the notarized application, the completed and unsigned Green and Blue fingerprint cards, the letter of competency and the payment for $19.25. 

7. NOTE: You will be notified when your pistol permit has been approved. PLEASE DO NOT CALL THE IDENTIFICATION DIVISION AND INQUIRE ABOUT THE STATUS OF YOUR PERMIT. 

8. After you have been notified that your pistol permit has been approved, it can be picked up on Tuesdays between the hours of 7:00 p.m. and 9:00 p.m. When the permit is picked up, a valid check or money order for $35.00 will be required. Make the check out to “Bristol Police.”
