8. TRAFFIC REPORTS
8.1 Request for Pedestrian Crossing
The Traffic Division received a request from Mrs. Nancy Perry for a pedestrian crossing at the intersection of Pine Street at Redstone Street and the plaza entrance.  To make the requested modifications to the traffic signal it would cost in excess of $20,000.00 and we have not budgeted for this type of project.  The School Board is developing plans to build a new school on Pine Street near the plaza.  The Traffic Division has indicated that improvements will have to be made to the traffic signal Mrs. Perry is referring to.  Part of the improvements recommended included adding a fully activated pedestrian crossing signal with a protected phase in the light cycle.  If these improvements are completed as part of the school project, the audible signal could be added for about $600.00.
The Traffic Division recommends not spending any money on improvements to the traffic signal and pedestrian crossing at the intersection of Pine Street at Redstone Street until we know if the school project is moving forward and what modifications they will have to make at the intersection.

8.2 Restricted Parking on High Street

Ms. Eileen McNulty, Director of Bristol Youth Services located at 51 High Street (corner of High Street and Bellevue Avenue) has requested that parking be restricted on High Street in front of the Youth Services Building.  She stated that vehicles often park along the north curb of High Street and are very close to the driveway to Youth Services which creates a line-of-sight problem and makes if dangerous when exiting the lot.

The Traffic Division visited the area and observed the parking and traffic flow.  Vehicle were found parking along the north curb in front of the building and very closely to the driveway entrance/exit which does create a sight-line problem for vehicles exiting the lot.
The Traffic Division recommends that parking be restricted and “No Parking” signs be posted on the north side of High Street between Bellevue Avenue and the driveway to 51 High Street.
