The funding for this grant would be provided by the Federal (75%) and State (25%) governments, with no local matching fund requirement.

We currently have two Captains of equal rank; the result of this change would be two Deputy Chiefs of equal rank and no Captains.  The primary motivation behind this change is to reduce confusion among citizens and officers from other agencies when they interact with our Captains.  This change would require modifications to our City Charter and a few internal BPD General Orders.

Commissioner Greger moved to APPROVE AND REFER TO THE CHARTER REVISION UPON CONVENING OF A NEW CHARTER REVISION COMMITTEE TO UPGRADE THE CAPTAIN TITLE TO DEPUTY CHIEF IN TITLE ONLY AND HAVE THE CHIEF RESEARCH IF WE CAN INSTITUTE AND ACTING CHIEF IN THE MEANTIME, Second by Commissioner D’Amato.
