Stop Sign Shagbark Drive @ Sonstrom Road
The intersection of Shagbark Drive and Sonstrom Road has been a three-way intersection for many years.  Traffic at the intersection has been controlled by stop signs on each leg of the intersection.  Recently, a fourth leg has been added to the intersection on the north side of Sonstrom Road.  Shagbark Drive has been extended to form a short section of roadway and cul-de-sac.  This cul-de-sac now makes the intersection a four-way intersection.  For the same reasons this intersection met the warrants in the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices for a multi-way (three-way) stop, it should now be made a four-way stop.
The Traffic Division recommends that the intersection of Shagbark Drive and Sonstrom Road be changed from a three-way stop to a four-way stop by adding a stop sign on Shagbark Drive where it intersects with the north side of Sonstrom Road.

Commissioner Nicastro moved to APPROVE THE TRAFFIC DIVISION’S RECOMMENDATION THAT THE INTERSECTION OF SHAGBARK DRIVE AND SONSTROM ROAD BE CHANGED FROM A THREE-WAY STOP TO A FOUR-WAY STOP BY ADDING A STOP SIGN ON SHAGBARK DRIVE WHERE IT INTERSECTS WITH THE NORTH SIDE OF SONSTROM ROAD, Second by Commissioner Fries.
