Restricted Parking on High Street
Ms. Janet Mellon, 20 High Street, requested that parking be restricted on High Street across from her home.  Her request stems from the fact that she states that the residents and visitors of the apartment building at 22 High Street often park in this area.  They gather around the parked vehicles, have loud discussions, play loud music and in general cause a disturbance.  The Traffic Division investigated the request. The entire south side of High Street is presently posted as “No Parking This Side of Street”.  The center line of the street has been shifted to the south to accommodate the parking on the north side of the street and the parking restriction on the south side of the street.  The area Ms. Mellon is requesting restrictions on is directly in front of the library. Many library patrons use this on street parking when visiting the library.  Ms. Francine Petosa, Library Director, has expressed her opposition to restricting the on street parking in front of the library.  
To continue to allow parking on the north side of the street will have no impact on the flow of traffic in the area.  There have been no previous complaints or issues related to the on street parking in this area.  The parking itself doesn’t appear to be the problem.  The problem appears to be noise and unruly behavior which should be best handled by other enforcement activity.
The Traffic Division recommends that parking should not be restricted on the north side of High Street in the area of the library.
