8. TRAFFIC REPORTS
8.1
Intersection of Greystone Avenue and East Road
The city and state recently completed a joint project which resulted in the realignment of the Wolcott Street, Union Street and East Road intersection.  As part of this project, work was also done at the intersection of Greystone Avenue and East Road.  When the majority of the work was completed and the intersection was scheduled to open, Lt. Morrell was asked to do a “walk through”.  During the walk through, Lt. Morrell immediately notice that there was a line of sight issue at the intersection.  Vehicles traveling north on Greystone Avenue have a very limited line of sight to the east and west when they reach the intersection of East Road.  The northbound vehicle has to pull out well into the travel lane of East Road before the operator has an adequate line of sight.
Both the state inspector and city engineer observed this problem.  It appears that the best solution to this problem would be to cut back the banks on the north side of East Road at this intersection.  It may be necessary to install retaining walls once the bank is cut back.  It appears that a proper fix may take some time. In the meantime, we have an intersection with a poor line of sight. The best way to address this concern at this time would be to make the intersection a three way stop.  This can be done by installing stop signs on East Road at the intersection of Greystone Avenue.
Recommendation: The intersection of Greystone Avenue and East Road should be converted to a 3-way stop by installing stop signs on East Road.  Lt. Morrell will continue to work with the various departments and agencies to have the line of sight improved at this intersection.  If the line of sight is improved, the Traffic Division will review the need for these signs and make the appropriate recommendation at that time.
