On June 15, 2011 about 1844 hours, the BPD investigated a fatal motorcycle crash on King Street near the intersection of Woodland Street. The 50 year old motorcyclist, Jeffrey Emmons of Prospect Connecticut died shortly after the crash occurred. He had been struck by a vehicle being operated by 25 year old Matthew Fazzino of Bristol (6 Beech Street).

The police investigation determined that Fazzino had failed to grant the right of way as he was making a left turn in front of the motorcyclist. Also, Fazzino did not have an operators’ license. The investigation concluded that the negligent operation of a motor vehicle by Matthew Fazzino had caused the death of Jeffrey Emmons.

On January 12, 2012, Fazzino was arrested on a warrant for the motor vehicle fatality. He was held on a court set $50,000 surety bond and was presented in Bristol Superior Court 17. He was charged with the following violations:
· Negligent Homicide with a motor vehicle

· Failure to grant the right of way while making a left turn
· Failure to have a operators’ license
