A. Project Name Single Stream Recycling - Phase i

B.Narrative  Complete implementation of City wide single stream recycling program. Program will extend the existing

single stream recycling.

The program will include the purchase of larger recycling containers, blue barrels, for each residential

unit and will require the purchase of one automated solid waste trucks for their collection. Trucks replace

existing conventional recycling trucks [vintage 1999] in present fleet in need of replacement but deferred until

full program implementation.

Program is in year two of a three year program to implement single stream recycling thoughout the City.

E. Was a project request submitted regarding this project last year?

A. Who will benefit the greatest from this project? Residents of Bristol by expanding the existing successful

program throughout the entire City and making it easier for residents to recycle which costs less to dispose of [$30.00/ton
for recycling vs. $64.50/ton for rubbish]. The main benefactor to the program will be the City which will save
approximately $192,000/year in collection costs by reducing the number of daily recycling collectors from four (4) to three
(3) [a reduction of 25%]; will reduce recycling fleet replacement costs, fueling cost, and maintenance costs by approx
$50,000/year [23% savings]; and is projected to save approximately $95,000/year in tipping fees by diverting more

more recyclables that go into the rubbish into recycling [$34.50/ton diverted from rubbish to recycling].

B. What will be the scope of services provided by this project? More efficient recycling program at a lower collection cost.
Intital payback for program was 4.3 years. With partial implementation and full capatilazation of equipment in this final roll-

out this payback is now calculated at 3.86 years

2009/2010 CIP budget

B. Narrative Construction project to conduct upgrades to the electrical, plumbing, HVAC and other
systems as recommended in a previous study. Original funding in the 2009/2010 budget was for $2.2 million
dollars, however after completing preliminary design documents the consultant indicated the project construction
cost rose to $4.212 million dollars [$4,368,200 including design costs] as a result of the technology being
incorporated into the upgrades, the inclusion of a sufficiently sized generator so the facility could be used as an
emergency shelter, and the need to include a fire sprinkler system to meet code requirements.
