A. Project Name J. P. Casey Road - Subsurface Geophysical Investigation

B. Narrative A portion of James P. Casey Road in the vicinity of Hart Street has experienced sinkholes over several years,
resulting in unsafe conditions, utility disruptions and extensive repairs. Limited testing and historical

research indicate that the condition is caused by debris located 10-15 feet below the roadway pavement.

Project proposes detailed subsurface investigation, such as soil borings and ground penetrating radar, to
determine geophysical roadway conditions and identify remediation measures to eliminate roadway
voids associated with historic sink holes. Funding for remediation will be requested in future years based
on results of study.

Program will extend the existing
single stream recycling [program three (3) routes] to the remainder fo the City [twenty-seven (27) additional
routes for a total of thirty (30) routes].

The program will include the purchase of larger recycling containers, 18,500 blue barrels, for each residential
unit and will require the purchase of two automated solid waste trucks for their collection. Trucks replace
existing conventional recycling trucks [vintage 1999] in present fleet in need of replacement but deferred until
full program implementation.
